ISSUE: This is in response to your e-mail dated April 11, 2016, wherein you ask by
what legal means the Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board (“PLCB”) was empowered
to remove your products from the special liquor order (“SLO”) system.

Records of the PLCB indicate that you hold Importer License No. I-652 (LID 32827)
for the premises at 235 Spring Hollow Road, Phoenixville, Pennsylvania.

OPINION: Please be advised that in 2009, the PL.CB transitioned to an Oracle-based
system that includes online tracking of SLO products. At the time of the transition,
products that had not been ordered within a certain time frame prior to the transition
were determined to be inactive; inactive products were not transitioned to the online
system.

Because your products were inactive, they were not transitioned to the new system.
As you now have access to the online system, you may add additional products to
the SLO.

Should you have any other questions and/or issues related to the Liquor Code or the
PLCB’s Regulations, please feel free to once again contact this office.
